St Judes GAA – Garda Vetting and Safeguarding Guide
Garda vetting is non- transferable to other organisations and Garda Vetting from other organisations cannot be accepted by the GAA.
The below volunteers must complete Garda Vetting and Safe Guarding (Children First) before taking up a role with the club
· Coaches/managers with players 18 years and under
· Organisers of underage activities
· Referees of underage activities
· Coaches between 16-18 years for camps (parental consent required)
· Club Officers, Photographers and regular guest speakers
Vetting is required every 3 years – you will be notified of expiry via an email from Foireann however this usually ends up in Junk Mail. Please ensure you have a reminder set to update your vetting after 3 years. 
Your vetting status can be found in your Foireann profile under the Qualifications & Vetting tab.

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Steps to set up Garda Vetting
· Create an account or log in to Foireann to begin the vetting process.
Foireann
· Input current details on your profile. Please ensure these are correct and complete e.g. Date of birth, Eircode/Postcode and email address. Your details must match your Photo ID and Address Verification documents
· You can print out your NVB1 Vetting Invitation Form from Foireann (which will auto populate your details from your account) or you can request one from the Club Children’s Officer (CCO) and complete manually
· Complete the GAA NVB1 Invitation Form and meet your CCO in person.
You must provide:

1. completed NVB1 Vetting Invitation Form
2. a copy of photo ID (must comply with accepted documentation table)
3. a copy proof of address within 6 months of issue (must comply with accepted documentation table)
The full list of documents which are accepted for verification can be found here
· Your CCO, who is the Validator, will complete and sign off the GAA Identity Document Validation Form in your presence and shall retain the hard copy of your GAA NVB1 Invitation form for six months.
· You must take a copy (or a photo) of the completed GAA NVB1 Invitation Form and the Identity Document validation Form for upload to Foireann to complete your application
When the above steps are completed
· Log in to Foireann 
· Click on Qualifications and Vetting Tab
· Click on the ‘Apply to be Vetted’ Tab then select your Club and or Association you wish to be vetted for and the role you are applying for vetting**.

· Upload a copy or screenshot of all documents and forms validated by your CCO as part of your vetting application.
· Ensure the ID and proof of address are the same documents presented to the CCO.
· Once you complete the GAA NVB1 Vetting Invitation Form the information provided is forwarded to the NVB by the GAA.
· You will receive an email to your email address on your Foireann profile with NVB Vetting Invitation to complete (please be vigilant for this email)
· Complete this invitation immediately as it expires after 30 days and the process will have to recommence. Include all details requested.
